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LUNAR GOES GREEN WITH DESIGN FOR LINE OF SUSTAINABLE TOYS

San Francisco, Calif. (March 2010) - LUNAR announces its partnership with Green Toys in remaking classic toys
with recycled material from used milk jugs. This addition to Green Toy's family of products introduces innovative,
reengineered versions of classic toys that push the limits of sustainable materials and manufacturing,
representing a bold new step in the greening of everyday objects.

Working with a modest budget and narrow suite of materials, LUNAR's challenge was to design solutions that are
not only sustainable but safe -- a pressing concern for products that find their way into toddler's hands and
mouths. In addition to learning the physical properties of the recycled materials in order to understand both the
limitations and possibilities of the project, LUNAR collaborated closely with the manufacturer and safety experts
at Green Toys to create affordable, innovative solutions, all while testing the limits of the new polyethylene
material (made from recycled milk jugs) from which the toys are made. The block set, tugboat, and stacker
designed by LUNAR make resourceful use of the materials to create seamless objects with no sharp edges or
exposed fittings that could come apart in small hands. The solution included tweaks to the manufacturing
process itself, with snaps and friction fitting of parts instead of screws. In line with the basic nature of the toys,
LUNAR engineered their design to incorporate as few individual parts as possible. The result is a set of objects
which can be manufactured quickly and in a cost effective manner, while always with environmental impact in
mind.
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LUNAR's designs for Green Toys reflect the brand's signature aesthetic: simplicity, both visually and physically.
The new line of toys features a bright palette and clean elliptical curves, for a softened, contemporary take on the
classic playthings being reinvented. The block set is distinguished by rounded corners and unusual slanted pieces
that create a modern, city-skyline look when stacked, and the stacker toy offers a departure from the customary
primary colors used in toddlers' toys with a springy, pastel palette. The tugboat is functional and friendly-looking
with a bright red top, swooping handle, and sternward spout for pouring water that resembles a cartoony pair of
pursed lips.

Together, the visual expression and design solution created by LUNAR for Green Toys are a sure draw for their
intended consumers: green-minded parents who value their children's safety as well as that of the earth. Green
Toys products are free of dangerous residues and completely safe for children, made from 100% recycled materials
and packaged in sustainable cardboard. The inherent simplicity of the designs, both visually and from a
manufacturing standpoint, is a point of connection for parents who want honest -- and honestly-made --
products.

Check Point Abra, combines a SanDisk high-performance, encrypted USB Flash drive with Check Point
virtualization, VPN and security technologies to create a device that gives mobile workers access to files and
applications from anywhere and at anytime. Inspired by the concept of the impenetrable monolith, LUNAR's
product design features a seamless surface aesthetic and sturdy construction that brings the look of data security

to a new level.

The Abra secure USB flash drive is engineered for the greatest possible security and designed specifically for use by
mobile professionals in government, defense, and other industries dealing with highly sensitive information.
LUNAR's challenge was to complete the expression of the Abra USB drive's security features with an innovative
design that evokes impenetrability and inspires confidence. The resulting solution approaches this goal from both

a visual and tactile perspective, creating an object that is pure, iconic, and monolithic.
To achieve a seamless look, the drive utilizes a concealed extension mechanism rather than a traditional cap or

tab slide, evoking the mystery and hidden engineering of traditional stash boxes and secret compartments. A
subtle knurl pattern on the drive's surface indicates where users must touch to extend the USB connector,
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allowing the drive itself to appear as a solid metal object with no apparent means of entry; just as the Abra is
meant to reveal data only for password-privileged users, the mechanics of the drive itself are not immediately
evident except to those in the know.

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JOHN EDSON: MAN IN THE MOON

From headquarters in California, Munich and Hong Kong, LUNAR is having a global impact on the world of
industrial design. With a seasoned entrepreneurial spirit, president John Edson is the man in the moon, directing
the tides that give way to clever creation.

Imagine the collision of two night and day conspirators—flawless engineering and impeccable aesthetic. The
result is enlightened product design conceived of a symbiosis of form and function, of a natural empathy for what
people need and the technology behind modern products. This harmony is part and parcel to the making of
inspired goods and is, interestingly enough, the characteristic innate in Edson’s own nature that is now guiding
25-year-old LUNAR, with stellar equilibrium, into the next 25.

Born of an engineer and a mathematician, Edson has the pragmatism of a scientist and the look of an indie
rocker. His given penchant for complex equations, physical relationships and personal practicality spurred his
pursuit of a bachelor’'s degree in engineering. Yet a voracious visual appetite, a love of beautiful things and a
propensity, fueled by his innate curiosity reveal an imagination that sets Edson apart from his engineering
counterparts. John embodies LUNAR's own trademark, “creativity that makes a difference.”

During his 15-year tenure at LUNAR, Edson, who also earned a Master's at Stanford University from the Joint
Program in Design—a curriculum that happily melds art, humanities and technology—has learned the value of an
innovative culture that encourages risk taking. Edson’s first project for LUNAR, in fact, was a self-admitted failure
- and one that tempered him for years of successes to follow.

Taking the Helm: Leading LUNAR into Sustainable Practices
Since taking the helm in 2001, Edson has expanded the California design firm to shed light on Europe and Asia and
has steered LUNAR to the pinnacle of worldwide industry status: The firm's trophy case is brimming with accolades

for such cutting-edge designs as the HP TouchSmart series, life-saving innovations like the Accuray Cyberknife, and quirkier
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independent “Moonshine” projects including Water Stopping Water, a particularly pretty drain plug for the design-savvy
kitchen sink. But Edson, who also possesses a keen sense of adventure and a love of sailing the choppy San
Francisco Bay, is not the type to rest on his laurels. Like any good sailor, he appreciates the challenge inherent in
testing new waters and accepts that there is always something more to learn. Take his next mission for example: a
completely sustainable business.

This prospect, of course, represents no small step, but it is a path that Edson—a natural problem solver, teacher
and regular guest speaker on the university circuit—is fully geared to approach.

"I like the fact that ‘sustainability’ is a big word, and that you can fit lots of things into it,” he says. “I'd like LUNAR
to be a lasting business but, to do that, we have to figure out how sustainable design works."

Fortunately in this larger-than-life endeavor, Edson is not alone. In June 2008, he and his team announced
“Elements,” a sustainable design initiative that will work to reduce the company's environmental footprint both
internally—by implementing office recycling and composting programs—and internationally, by creating smart
products that reflect greater awareness of green materials and production methods. The group recently published
the "Designer’s Field Guide to Sustainability,” an outline of eco-friendly design approaches such as avoiding toxic
chemicals, reducing the variety of materials for easier recycling and considering how to make a product more
useful while still cutting its size and weight.

LUNAR: The ‘Coke or Pepsi’ of the Clean Teach Genre
Edson and his team at LUNAR do practice what they preach: A recent collaboration with SanDisk generated a
greener version of the brand’s popular ImageMate Reader, and Edson is also excited about staking prime territory
for LUNAR in the emerging field of clean technology.

“It's a sexy place to be, and a really fresh battleground,” says Edson, who hopes to emerge with his team as a
“Coke or Pepsi” of the clean tech genre. “Twenty years ago, the founders of LUNAR articulated our core values
pretty well,” he recalls. “They said that ‘LUNAR's purpose is to help people, society and the environment thrive
through meaningful work.” Now, we're being called to task, by ourselves, to honor our commitment.” For Edson
and his LUNAR team, this global expedition is achieved one small step at a time. For mankind...well, you get the
picture.

LUNAR LEADS GROUNDBREAKING DESIGN OF PROVENT®
THERAPY FOR TREATMENT OF OBSTRUCTIVE SLEEP APNEA

San Francisco, Calif. (December 2009) LUNAR announces its involvement in the development of Ventus Medical's
PROVENT Therapy, a new breakthrough device for the treatment of obstructive sleep apnea (OSA). Charged with
creating a design for this convenient alternative to the cumbersome traditional treatment for OSA, LUNARed a
solution combining comfort, flexibility, and discreet aesthetics. The result is a simple to use, disposable,
prescription treatment for sufferers of obstructive sleep apnea. LUNAR's design has garnered the firm a 2009
Medical Design Excellence Award.

LUNAR'’s challenge was to create a discreet product design which was quiet, comfortable, and non-disruptive to
the user while maintaining clinical efficacy. The current gold standard treatment for OSA is continuous positive
airway pressure (CPAP), which requires the use of an extensive system involving an air blower, hose, and face
mask. By contrast, LUNARed a device not much larger than a dime, which is placed just inside the nostrils of the
user and held in place with hypoallergenic adhesive. Through extensive research, LUNARed the device to be a
one-size-fits-all product, a huge challenge given the wide variety of nasal geometries in different genders and
races. “We are honored to have had the chance to work alongside Ventus Medical from day zero on the PROVENT
device,” said John Edson, LUNAR's president. “This therapy is going to make an enormous difference to people
around the world, a fact that motivated our creativity to solve the design and engineering challenges along the
path to commercialization.”
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The PROVENT Device is designed to significantly improve the user's treatment experience, and offers a clinically
effective alternative to the cumbersome CPAP system. The PROVENT Device uses a novel valve design: on
inhalation, the valve opens allowing nearly unobstructed airflow. On exhalation, the valve closes and air passing
through the nose is directed through two small air channels, thus creating expiratory positive airway pressure
which helps to maintain an open airway during sleep. PROVENT Therapy has not only been shown clinically to
provide statistically significant reductions in the apnea/hypopnea index, but also has been shown to improve
patient compliance compared to other treatment options.

Additionally, because the PROVENT Nasal Device is to be worn overnight, LUNAR carefully selected silicone film,
foam, and adhesives which would be lightweight and comfortable during use. Small tabs on each PROVENT device

allow for easy application and removal by the user in a matter of seconds.

The resulting product design is radically different from the traditional treatment for OSA yet provides clinical
effectiveness in a highly user-friendly package. Additionally, the materials selected allow for mass production. The
innovative and conscientious design of this device is sure to offer an excellent alternative for a better night's sleep
for people around the world.

GROUNDBREAKING DESIGN OF SANDISK IMAGEMATE READER

San Francisco, Calif. (January 2009) LUNAR announces its role in the development of the new SanDisk ImageMate
Reader, a complete and elegant redesign of SanDisk's bestselling reader for the transfer of digital media.
Incorporating the simplicity, speed and signature features of the reader into a sleek new package, the new
SanDisk ImageMate represents an advancement in environmentally and economically conscious design.

With SanDisk seeking to update its product suite to fit in with the constantly evolving landscape of computer
design, LUNAR's challenge was to craft a classic, timeless aesthetic for the ImageMate Reader. The result is an
iconic product personality that elegantly presents a highly technical digital device capable of accommodating 21
different card formats.

A slim, sculptural object, the new ImageMate rests on a modular base which supports the product on a single
point, lifting it asymmetrically from the desk surface like a museum pedestal presenting a precious object.
Reminiscent of a minimalist mid-century furniture piece, the form harmonizes a complex series of electronic
elements into a simple and timeless sculpture. The high-gloss black card reader housing is magnetically fixed to a
stable tripod stand for a simple “quick disconnect” offering flexible mobility. When not engaged, the stand
remains on the desktop as an elegantly simple statement, which is designed as a common modular element
across the entire ImageMate line of card readers. This modular system supports two possible reader models and
reduces the need for additional components.
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LUNAR also incorporated environment and economy-driven design innovations, with reduced or eliminated
plastic parts, paints and fabrication processes. The result is a product which is not only beautiful to the eye, but is
both environment-friendly and less expensive to produce and ship. The new design incorporates fewer LED lights,
allowing the new ImageMate to use less electricity than its predecessors, and the durable materials will allow the
product to be kept for years without the need for replacement. In fact, the total part count was cut in half, in part due to the

clever use of exterior faces for LED light transmission offering a magical glow from within despite fewer parts .Additionally, the
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
